Important Camp Fox Instructions and Reminders 
 
Camp Fox is right around the corner.  When you meet with your circle be sure to 
share the following with the Guide’s and Explorers: 
 
1. Tell all of your circle members to be at the San Pedro gate by no later than 1:00PM.  We will be 

having a “Nemo” send-off and want to make sure that all the Explorers and Guides take some “Finding 
Nemo” group pictures.  When pictures are taken, each circle will need to be checked in by the 
Chippewa & Blackfoot. 

 
2. Remind all Guides to keep all the Circle gear together.  The Chippewa / Blackfoot will be providing 

each circle with a set of color tags for all the gear to make sure the luggage is kept together.  Upon 
arrival one Guide from each circle will bring the Explorers to the Cabins and the rest of the Guides will 
grab all luggage on the boat and unload it at the Camp Fox Dock. 

 
3. Make sure that all Guides pack efficiently and bring bags that can be carried easily on the boats (duffel 

bags are great).  Pack efficiently and remember that no wagons are allowed on the boat.   You may also 
remind Guides to bring fishing poles and tackle.  For many Explorers, catching a fish is a highlight of 
the weekend.  Frozen squid is excellent bait and bound to increase your odds of pulling in a big fish. 

 
4. The Chippewa / Blackfoot will be running a game of Sea Life Bingo on the boat ride over and all 

Explorers will be sure to win a prize. 
 
5. On Friday night after dinner we will be showing “Finding Nemo” in the mess hall.  It is sure to start 

things off right for the weekend. 
 
6. There is adequate time to enjoy hiking, fishing, archery, boating and frisbee golf so be ready for some 

relaxing fun at your own pace. 
 
7. Saturday Morning is the Relay and blind-folded kayak race - a long standing Camp Fox tradition. 
 
8. Saturday afternoon is the Finding Nemo Search.  This will be a true test for the Adventurer Weekend.
